Applicants should send a two- to three-page letter of inquiry that states the purpose of the project and how the project meets the needs of a specific program, and include a project budget. The board of directors meets at least three times a year to review proposals; proposals are accepted throughout the year. 

Restrictions
The foundation does not fund general support grants, individuals (scholarships, dissertations, stipends). projects within formal educational institutions, (curriculum development, classroom technology, distance learning), equipment purchases, endowments, capital campaigns, or Web sites or conferences not integral to the foundation's specific active projects.
